sheep…and I will deliver them out of all places where they have been

[Mark 6:30-34] The apostles gathered 
themselves together to Jesus, and they told 
him all things, whatever they 
had done, and whatever they 
had taught. He said to them, 
“You come apart into a deserted 
place, and rest awhile.” For 
there were many coming and going, and 
they had no leisure so much as to eat. They 
went away in the boat to a deserted place of 
a city called Bethsaida by themselves (to the 
other side of the sea of Galilee, which is also called 
the Sea of Tiberias). They saw them going, 

and many recognized him and ran there on 
foot from all the cities because they saw his 

signs which he did on those who 
were sick. They arrived before 
them and came together to 
him. Jesus came out, saw a 
great multitude, and he had 

compassion on them, welcomed them, and 
healed their sick, because they were like 
sheep without a shepherd, and he began to 
teach them many things. [Matthew 14:13-14,
