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Margaret Bender survived the final year of her term as department chair, and she joyfully anticipates working with incoming 

chair Paul Thacker.  Bender was constantly on the road in the fall, delivering the following papers:  “Can you hear me now? Good!  

Shifting communicative participant structures in 19th-century Cherokee texts” at the conference “The Farther Shores of Literacy: 

Amerindian Graphic Intervention and the World of Letters” at the University of Wisconsin, Madison; “Indexicality and nation in 

19th-century Cherokee texts” at the Annual Meeting of the American Society for Ethnohistory in Ottawa; and “Grammatical silenc-

es in 19th-century Cherokee texts” at the conference “Southern Silences: African-American and American Indian Trauma and Resil-

ience” here at Wake Forest.  She also traveled to New Orleans to serve as discussant on a panel on the life and work of linguistic 

anthropologist Willard Walker at the annual meeting of the American Anthropological Association.  Bender (along with fellow fac-

ulty member Steve Folmar, MOA Director Steve Whittington, and MOA Educator Tina Smith) braved the cold in Providence to 

gather ideas and drink cabinets (Google it) at Brown University’s Haffenreffer Museum of Anthropology.  In January, Bender joined 

the Board of the Center for Native Health (CNH), the goals of which are to integrate community-based traditional knowledge into 

all facets of Native health care and education, to promote wellness and balance for Indigenous peoples, and to facilitate community-

identified programs that reintegrate concepts of community, language, and health.  Please visit www.centerfornativehealth.org for 

more information.  In July and August of 2011, Bender will be working with the CNH to conduct ethnographic and linguistic re-

search on Cherokee language use related to midwifery and women’s health in Snowbird, one of the most remote and traditional 

Cherokee communities in North Carolina.  Bender will be on a Reynolds Leave for 2011-2012, and she looks forward to seeing 

her Wake Forest friends, colleagues and students again in Fall 2012.   

 

Another busy year in Biological Anthropology! Ellen Miller and anthropology major Amanda Blythe '11 went to Egypt at the be-

ginning of last summer, and using Amanda's museum skills developed through her work-study experience at MOA, Amanda de-

signed and implemented a top-notch database for the Wadi Moghra fossils Ellen and her colleagues in Egypt have collected over the 

years. After Egypt, Ellen went to Turkey as part of an expedition (led by John Kappleman, UT Austin) to look for remains of Homo 

erectus. In August, Ellen was a guest at an invited field conference on primate evolution (http://onlinelibrary.wiley.com/doi/10.1002/

evan.20279/abstract) hosted by the Leakey family at their west Turkana field station (www.turkanabasin.com). The pace of research 

activities seemed to carry on into the fall semester as well. The fall semester included research trips to Arizona State University 

and University of Michigan, a trip to the annual Society of Vertebrate Paleontology meetings (Pittsburgh) where she was co-author 

on two papers, and then it was back to Egypt again to continue working over Wake's winter break. Also during the fall semester, 

Ellen had the pleasure of lecturing in Palm Beach as part of the Wake Forest F.A.C.E.S. initiative, which is a continuing education 

program run by the Alumni Office. It was marvelous to meet so many Wake alumni and to hear how their years at Wake fired 

their intellect and imagination.   During the 2010-2011 academic year, Ellen taught two sections of Introduction to Biological An-

thropology, as well as Human Evolution and the Human Osteology lab course. She was also kept busy as a member of the National 

Science Foundation's dissertation panel review board, as the Majors Advisor (60 anthro majors! Fabulous!), supervising transfer 

credit, and as an elected member of the Wake Forest University Senate as well as an appointed member of the Senate Executive 

Committee.   

 

 Dr. Jay R. Kaplan (Anthropology, WFU and WFUSM) continues to function as the Director WFU Primate Center. His adminis-

trative responsibilities include the facilitation of primate research in a biomedical setting. Other activities include responsibility for a 

program in the WFU Translational Science Institute (“Nonhuman Primate Models of Health and Disease”).This program focuses on 

the presence of two large breeding colonies at the Primate Center. Dr. Kaplan’s own research efforts are largely directed toward 

issues in women’s health. His most recent article was published in Human Reproduction Earlier this year Dr. Kaplan’s competing 

renewal for his P40 specialized colony resource (The Vervet Research Colony as a Biomedical Resource) was funded for an addi-

tional five years. Among his honors this year, Dr. Kaplan was selected by Wake Forest University Health Sciences to receive the 

2011 Established Investigator in Basic Science Award. He also has been elected to be a member of the Society for Women’s Health 

Research ISIS fund network on “Sex differences in Cardiovascular Disease. Dr. Kaplan maintains an active relationship with the 

Indonesian Primate Center (Pusat Studi Satwa Primata) at Bogor Indonesia, where he is involved in student training in primate biol-

ogy and behavior. This association continues to offer Wake Forest students the possibility for overseas training in primatology  
 
Dr. Steve Folmar is particular proud of this year’s students in his course on Myth, Ritual and Symbolism.  He charged the stu-

dents to collaborate with the Anthropology Club to create and conduct a new, more engaged version of the annual anthropology 

ritual, which they pulled off impressively.  Also, after a richly rewarding Summer Program in Nepal, in 2010, Dr. Folmar is enthusi-

astic about his research on identity and mental health in Nepal.  The experience brought together students from Wake Forest and 

Tribhuvan University in Kathmandu.  Members of the research team included Wake Forest students Daine Finke and Bzrian Har-

per, who worked closely with geography and business students from Nepal, learning to conduct field research.  The collaboration 

resulted in real change for untouchable people in Lamjung, Nepal, who finally got a prominent place on the political agenda.  The 

project also resulted in a cooperative agreement between Wake Forest University and Tribhuvan University that will lead to great-

er academic collaboration.  Dr. F presented results of the project at two meetings.   For the American Anthropological Association 

in New Orleans, he presented, Individual and Shared Indigenous Models of Identity.  He presented, Legitimizing Indigenous Knowledge: 

Activating Development in Lamjung, Nepal, at the meetings of the Society for Applied Anthropology in Seattle

Paul Thacker continued many of his ongoing research projects and began several new ones in 2010-2011. He and faculty in the 

departments of Chemistry and Physics were successful in obtaining a major research instrumentation grant from the National Sci-

ence Foundation. This interdisciplinary initiative will fund several new research application of innovative micro-scale, non-

destructive X-ray diffraction techniques in geoarchaeology and environmental science. The first co-authored student project to 

stem from this research was presented at the Society for American Archaeology annual meetings in Sacramento this spring. Paul 

continues to serve on the Executive Committee of the WFU Center for Undergraduate Research and Creative Activities, and he 

mentored several funded student projects and Honors Theses on diverse topics such as clay sourcing, Portuguese gunflint produc-

tion, Iron Age vessel form in Iberia, and Archaic projectile point manufacturing in the Uwharries of North Carolina. Paul remains 

active in leadership of the Cultural Resource Preservation and the Environmental Studies programs, but much of his time this 

spring has been spent coordinating the relocation of many of the Archaeology Laboratory collections to our new off-campus stor-

age building. This new facility is located adjacent to campus and  provides improved climate control, fire suppression, and security 

systems for our important research collections. Paul is coordinating the summer archaeological fieldschool in Portugal with empha-

sis on the excavation of an Early Upper Paleolithic campsite and continued community-based archaeological research at Castro de 

Sao Martinho. Paul plans to spend the second part of the summer on Archaeology Laboratory renovations, fieldwork at Donnaha, 

and adjusting in his new departmental role.  

 

Sandya Hewamanee says that not much has changed since last year so see the 2010 issue.  (we think she’s being modest!) 

 

After teaching 3 sections of Ant 111 in the fall, Jeanne Simonelli spent the rest of the year in the field and on the move.  A high-

light was taking 14 students to Chiapas for a mini version of the Fair Trade, Free Trade class, with Betsy Gatewood and Emily Tay-

lor,  as described on www.wfuinchipas.wordpress.com   With presentations in Switzerland, New Orleans, New York and Seattle, it 

was a good year for blending anthro and business research. Perhaps most fun was learning to make North Carolina long-leaf pine 

needle baskets from a co-op in Nicaragua. In addition she is pleased to have acquired the Roy and Alice Holubar collection of tour-

ist market kachinas which will be on display in the department next year.  With phased jubiliation beginning in July, Dr. Simonelli 

looks forward to a rocking chair, basket making, novel writing, and a few good years as abuelita.  She hopes to continue doing eve-

rything she always has, but without pay.  With the Republicans planning to kill Medicare in 10 years, she figures she has one decade 

of healthy retirement ahead of her.   Jeanne looks forward more time commuting between Wilmington, Oneonta, and Mexico. 

 

Eric Jones spent last summer wandering around corn and tobacco fields along the Yadkin River mapping Late Woodland (AD 

1000-1600) archaeological sites for his research on the factors that influence prehistoric settlement patterns. He was greatly assist-

ed by Madison Gattis, who was on a Summer Research Fellowship. The North Carolina summer was a little hot for the upstate 

New Yorker, but he made it through unscathed… a little sweaty, but unscathed. The research turned out so well that they pre-

sented their results at the Southeastern Archaeology Conference meetings in Lexington, KY in October, and they’re almost done 

with an article that they will submit for publication. After cooling off, Dr. Jones submitted an article on his work on prehistoric 

Iroquois settlement abandonment, started research with his wife, Dr. Sharon DeWitte, on Old World diseases among 17th-century 

Native American populations, and took a role as board member for the MOA. He also guided his introduction to archaeology stu-

dents in throwing atlatl darts around Davis Field, planning a hypothetical archaeological survey of the Reynolda House, and con-

ducting phenomenology of the quad. He went on a fieldtrip with the students in the Native Peoples of North America class to the 

National Museum of the American Indian in D.C. to take in the Native-designed exhibits and Native American cuisine.  In the 

spring, Dr. Jones organized a session on Northern Iroquoian research and presented some of his research findings at the Society 

for American Archaeology meetings in Sacramento and was back in the classroom with introduction to archaeology and a special 

topics course on the anthropology of warfare. No hands-on experiences were planned for the latter.

Director Stephen Whittington stayed busy .Highlights were publishing an English/Spanish catalog, Art of sky, art of earth: cosmic im-

agery in St. Bonaventure Universityõs Maya collection, and receiving a Southeastern Museums Conference Exhibit Competition Com-

mendation for his exhibit, Art of sky, art of earth: Maya cosmic imagery. He wrote entries published in the Encyclopedia of Latin America 

and contributed to “NSF/SBE white paper: the scientific strategy of conserving and researching existing anthropological collections” 

and  “A museum’s online artifact database as a tool to support teaching and research” on the  AIA Site Preservation Program: Heritage, 

Conservation, and Archaeology website. Steve did presentations at the John Nicholas Brown Center for Public Humanities and Cul-

tural Heritage, Brown University, and the annual conferences of the Society for American Archaeology, Mid-Atlantic Association of 

Museums, and Virginia Association of Museums. He was Project Director or Co-Director for seven funded grant proposals to sup-

port the museum and his archaeological research in Oaxaca. Steve was Regional Representative for the Southeast on the board of 

the Association of Academic Museums and Galleries and was an Expert Reviewer for Museums Count: The IMLS National Museum 

Census. He was also Faculty Advisor to the WFU Fencing Club  
 

Greetings from the Museum collections department from Collections Manager Kyle Bryner !  who  is working to move all of the 

museum's objects into the brand new storage facility.  In spite of this, she was able to take the time to conserve the newly acquired 

Holubar collection of 1960s era  Hopi tourist market Katchinas (described above by Jeanne Simonelli.)  Beverly Hancock, retired 

museum curator was  kind enough to do some preliminary research on the collection. 
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The past year has been a busy one for Sara Cromwell .  In December, I graduated from Wake Forest with my Master of Arts in 

Liberal Studies, and completed my thesis entitled “Fair Treatment?
