1. Up to 4 pieces  may be entered by each student.

2. Each piece must have the following information attached: Name of Artist & Phone Number

  The results of the judging will be posted on the gallery door 2pm Wednesday, April 2nd .
 All works not accepted must be picked up no later thanThursday April 3rd before 5pm.

The art gallery can not be responsible for work left after this date.

3. All works entered must be DRY  & ready for exhibition. If painting is not fully dry see Art Gallery Staff before entering.

4. WORKS ON PAPER, including photography, must be  matted or  backed with a  matteboard. Please mount your work
     professionally - on clean matteboard with straight edges.  If you have any questions about this, please see your instructor
     or contact the gallery staff.  Use a matte cutter or straight edge to cut the board!   Note:  If you back your piece with
     matteboard, leave a small even  border all around the edges of  the piece: no less than 1/2" and no more than 3" wide.

5. LARGE SCULPTURE   may be left in the studio area for judging. Inform the gallery staff and leave written information
    about the piece (along with your application form) at the desk during the drop-off times listed below.

6. Any accepted work requiring special installation or arrangement,  must be placed  by the artist in the gallery on
    Thursday, April 3rd. Contact Joe Morgan in the gallery about details: Room 113, Art Dept. (758-5585)

7. Pieces selected for exhibition must remain in the show through May 19th, or make arrangements with your art professor
    for storage.

After Exhibition Ends : works may be picked up 12pm - 5pm, Monday, May 19th,  and 10am - 4pm on Tuesday May 20th.
    The art gallery is not be responsible for work left after May 21st.
