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Policies

1. The pool request form must be submitted to the Aquatic Coordinator at least 15 days prior to the event.  Approval of the request will be determined by the availability of the pool, lifeguards and other resources necessary for the event to occur.  

2. Special event fees for WFU Reynolda Campus groups are $75/hour (10-50 patrons) or $100/hours (51-94 patrons).  Special event fees for Non-WFU Reynolda Campus groups are $150/hour(10-50 patrons) or $180/hour (51-94 patrons).  Special event fees must be paid at least seven days prior to the event.
3. Fees for recurring events are based on the number of hours the organization used the pool each semester:  $30/hour   Recurring event fees must be paid at the end of each semester.
4. The organization is responsible for governing the conduct of all members of the organization or person or group of persons within the facility due to the event.

5. The organization will be responsible for and shall pay for all charges incurred by any member of the organization or person or group of persons within the facility due to the event.
6. The organization will leave the pool the same way they found it or they will pay for the changes they have made.

7. Any violation of facility rules may result in immediate dismissal from the facility as well as future suspension or termination of the facility usage privileges.  

8. Campus Recreation, security and other facility personnel reserve the right to enforce reasonable rules and regulations in addition to those set forth.
9. It is the policy of Campus Recreation to only schedule groups during non lap swim/open recreation hours.  Use of the Reynolds pool by unapproved groups during lap swim or open recreation hours interferes with Campus Recreation’s mission of providing open recreation opportunities to our patrons.  Groups violating this policy will be asked to leave and may lose future facility privileges.  

Wake Forest Campus Recreation Rules
The organization using the pool is responsible for enforcing the following facility, pool and diving rules.  Violations of these rules may result in immediate dismissal from the facility as well as future suspension or termination of facility usage privileges.

Facility Rules
1. Reynolds Gymnasium is for the use of Wake Forest University students, faculty and staff ONLY.  All patrons should be prepared to present ID while using the facility.

2. Smoking is prohibited.

3. No profanity allowed

4. No alcohol or apparent effects of alcohol consumption will be permitted.

5. Patrons must comply with the decisions of security and facility personnel at all times.

Pool Rules
1. No pets allowed in pool area.

2. No food or glass containers allowed in pool area.

3. Alcoholic beverages are prohibited.

4. Individuals showing effects of alcohol consumption will be refused entrance to pool facilities.

5. Patrons must shower before entering pool.

6. No running on deck.

7. No diving in shallow water.

8. Please do not spit, spout water or blow nose in the water.

9. Street shoes are not allowed on the deck.

10. Maximum number of swimmers is 94.

11. Appropriate swim wear must be worn in the pool.

12. Patrons with open sores or rashes should not enter pool.

13. No abusive or profane language will be tolerated.

14. Pushing, wrestling, dunking or rough actions causing undue disturbance in or about the pool will not be tolerated.

15. Flotation devices are prohibited.  The use of other recreational equipment is allowed at the discretion of the lifeguard(s) on duty.

16. Improper use of recreational equipment will not be tolerated.

17. First Aid and emergency equipment is for use by authorized personnel only.

18. Patrons should exit pool immediately when directed by lifeguard to do so (one long blast on whistle).
19. Instructions by the lifeguards must be obeyed at all times.

Diving Board Rules
1. Area in front and surrounding boards are restricted to diving only when board(s) are in use. 

2. Jump or dive forward from the board.

3. Exit the water immediately using the closest ladder.

4. One person on a diving board or ladder at a time.  Divers must wait on deck until previous diver reaches ladder.

5. Only one (1) bounce is allowed per dive.

6. Adjustment of diving board fulcrums is prohibited unless participating in a supervised diving program.  

7. Safe diving practices are required.  Cartwheels, handstands and seat drops are prohibited.
