Tuition
Tuition for the AP Institute is $450 which includes 
College Board certification and 2 hrs. graduate credit 
in Education. There is an additional $25 lab fee for 
Chemistry. Private lunch provided Monday through 
Thursday in the Magnolia Room.

Accommodations
Room and Board are available for those who wish to 
stay on campus during the Institute. The additional fee 
of $350 includes the cost of a double occupancy room, 
continental breakfast in the dorm lobby, wireless inter-
net, and suite accommodation with a kitchen. Provided 
linens include one set of towels, sheets, pillow and a 
blanket. There is a coin operated laundry. You may re-
quest a single room for an additional $35. All rooms are 
smoke free. Residents must arrive on Sunday afternoon.
