General Description
Student Coordinators are leaders among the Protégés Mentoring Program. They are students who have previously been Mentors themselves, and understand both the mission and inner workings of PMP. Student Coordinators are essentially mentors for the Mentors – they help guide the Mentor through the PMP process, giving support to Mentors, as well as sometimes helping to facilitate the Mentor-Protégé relationship. Student Coordinators also help the Assistant Director create a sense of family among PMP and all its members, by planning community events for the group. As leaders, Student Coordinators are also a core group of students that the Office of Multicultural Affairs relies on for assistance with other programming initiatives, lending support for planning and implementation as well as garnering support from PMP Mentors and Protégés.
