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The Divinity School’s first class is a diverse group, but its members share one
common attribute: excitement over being part of something new.

First and foremost

Inaugural class boasts diverse interests, backgrounds

ake Forest University's

first Divinity School

students arrived on
campus in late August, bringing
with them an enthusiasm for
playing a part in the University's
history.

“l have waited almost four years
for this Divinity School to open,”
said student Jocelyn Foy. “l am
excited about being part of the
Wake Forest community, but
especially proud that | am a member
of this first class.”

Classes in the new Wake Forest
Divinity School began Aug. 25.
Twenty-four full-time students—19
women and five men—are seeking a
master of divinity degree. Within
three years, school officials expect
the program to enroll about 100
students, with a core, full-time
faculty of seven to eight.

“Making the decision to come to
Wake Forest was not difficult. |
knew | wanted to be a part of this
school after talking to (Dean) Bill
Leonard about the program,” said
Elinor Wilburn. Wilburn was the
first applicant to this fall’s class, as
well as the first student accepted to
the new program.

All of the students receive
financial aid, including merit and
need-based aid. The divinity school
awarded nearly $250,000 in
scholarships and aid to students.

“It was essential to me, when |
was looking at various schools, to
know that financial aid was
available,” said Foy. “Returning to
school after being in the work force
for several years is hard, but
knowing that the resources were
there really takes the pressure off.”

The school’s curriculum is
centered in the classical theological
disciplines of biblical studies,
church history, theology and
ministry studies, which include
areas such as pastoral care and
preaching. Courses will be taught by
Divinity School faculty, as well as
faculty of Wake Forest’s
undergraduate, graduate and
professional schools. This fall,
students are taking courses in the
history of Christianity, elementary
Hebrew, introduction to Christian
theology and other subjects.

The Divinity School is the first
professional school to open at the

Ministries
director named

he Rev. lill Crainshaw of

Richmond, Va., has been

named director of supervised
ministries at the Wake Forest
University Divinity School.

Crainshaw’s responsibilities will
include designing and administering
the divinity school’s program in
supervised ministry. All students are
required to participate in a second-
year supervised ministry program,
where they are guided by area
ministers in field placements. In
addition, Crainshaw will be
responsible for coordinating the
divinity school’s continuing education
programs for clergy and laity.

Before joining the divinity school,
Crainshaw was a visiting assistant
professor of preaching and worship
at Union Theological Seminary and
Presbyterian School of Christian
Education in Richmond. She served
six years as pastor of Neriah Baptist
Church in Buena Vista, Va.

Her professional experience also
includes being a pastoral care
consultant at Buena Vista Pres-
byterian Church in Buena Vista and
assistant chaplain at Sunnyside
Presbyterian Retirement Community
in Harrisonburg, Va.

A 1984 Wake Forest graduate,
Crainshaw earned a doctorate from
Union Theological Seminary and the
master of divinity degree from
Southeastern Baptist Theological
Seminary.

The Wake Forest Divinity School
opened this fall with 24 students
from a variety of denominational
traditions and is expected to grow to
135-150 students within five years.

The school’s curriculum is centered
in the classical theological
disciplines of biblical studies, church
history, theology and ministry
studies, which includes areas such
as pastoral care and preaching.

Wake Forest’s Divinity School,
whose mission is Christian by
tradition, ecumenical in outlook and
Baptist in heritage, prepares
individuals for ministry in the
Christian church. A
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The Rev. Jill Crainshaw will
coordinate the school’s continuing
education programs. Her new
book, “Wise and Discerning
Hearts: Prolegomenon to a Wisdom
Liturgical Theology,” will be
published by Liturgical Press of
Collegeville, Minn., next spring.

In a world full of
chickens, tea-drinkers,
and street children,
what can 24 people

possibly mean?
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The meaning
of 24

n her new book, “For the Time
Being,” Annie Dillard writes:
“One-tenth of the land on earth is

tundra. At any time it is raining on
only 3 percent of the planets surface.
Lightning strikes the planet about
100 times every second. . . . Chickens
outnumber us four to one. One-fifth
of us are Muslims. One-fifth of us live
in China. Almost one-tenth of us live
in range of an active or temporarily
dormant volcano. More than

3 percent of us are mentally retarded.
We drink more than a billion cups of
tea a day. Among us we speak ten
thousand languages. A hundred
million of us are children who live on
the streets . . . Twenty-three million of
us are refugees . . . Two thousand of
us a day commit suicide.”

Then Dillard asks: “At what num-
ber do other individuals blur for me?”
Amid all those statistics, and that
terrible question, let me add one more

piece of information: In the last year
of the 20" century, Wake Forest Uni-
versity began a Divinity School and
24 full-time students showed up. Ina
world full of chickens, tea-drinkers,
and street children, what can 24
people possibly mean? God knows, |
suppose. But whatever they may mean
to the church and the world in the
years ahead, | am profoundly grateful
that they have come to Wake Forest,
and that they had the courage to
choose a new school. Why have they
come? Well, | suspect they have at
least 24 reasons, but underneath it all
there is a calling to respond in God's
name to the world described (only
slightly) above. Perhaps they have
captured a bit of what Jesus felt when,
as Matthew's gospel says: “The sight
of the people moved him to pity: they
were like sheep without a shepherd,
harassed and helpless; and he said to
his disciples, ‘The crop is heavy, but
labourers are scarce; you must
therefore beg the owner to send
labourers to harvest the crop.’ Then
he called his twelve disciples to him.”
If all this gospel stuff began with 12,
then 24 should do us just fine.

In the last year of the 20" century
Wake Forest University began a
Divinity School and 24 people
showed up. It took some courage for
them to begin this journey with us.
But such courage is relative. After all,
they could have chosen to “live in
range of an active or temporarily
dormant volcano.” Thank God. A
