RENOVATIONS AND MORE

OVER THE SUMMER, the third phase of our
gallery renovations were completed. We are
delighted with the open feeling of the galleries and
the room it allows for teaching and tours. We invite
everyone to come and see the changes.

We have finished the reinstallation of the Africa
exhibits in their new space. We are trying a new
style of exhibit cases that we think gives us a
contemporary museum look. Two colorful exhibit
cases on Mexican folk art now greet visitors as they
enter the Museum. For the traveling exhibit, “Kuna
Mola: Maintaining Tradition Amid Change”, we
mounted a small exhibit from our own collections
that includes molas and Kuna jewelry. These
objects date to the early 20" century and form an
interesting contrast to the later molas in the
traveling exhibit.

We opened an arched passage from the Native
American gallery into our newest space losing the
Navajo rug exhibit case. In its place, we now have
two corner cases, previously storage, in which we
have reinstalled the Navajo rugs, including our
latest acquisitions.

In the next few weeks we will begin work on the
installation of an exhibit on Japan. Using Japan as a
case study, this exhibit will talk about how nation/
states create a national image for their citizens, as
well as for outsiders. We are especially excited
about this exhibit because it will be the first time
we have publicly presented and interpreted most
of our Japanese objects. The guest consultant/
curator for this exhibit is Dr. Joanne Izbicki of Yale
University.

“MEXICO: MAGIC AND RELIGION”
THIS SPRING’S SPECIAL EXHIBIT, “Mexico:
Magic and Religion,” opens Feb. 19 and will be up
through March 30. This exhibit examines Mexico’s
highly syncretic folk religions. Through photo-
graphs and objects, we will explore the develop-
ment of Mexican religious systems after the
introduction of Christianity, including a look at
how African beliefs, such as the Yoruba religion,

have been incorporated into contemporary prac-
tices. The exhibit also covers New Age rituals,
popular culture, and the commercialization of
religion. Several programs will accompany the
exhibit, which is sponsored by the departments of
Anthropology, Religion, and Romance Languages,
the Center for International Studies, the Office of
Multi-Cultural Affairs, and the Divinity School.
