INFORMATION PAPER

STUDY ABROAD

Per Cadet Command Pamphlet 145-1, paragraph 2-10, payment for the approved period of overseas study will not exceed the cost for the student to remain on-campus and take a comparable course load.  Reference CC Reg 145-1, paragraph 2-7g(2)(f).
The following is the PMS guidance for the study abroad program:

1.  Study abroad limited to MS II and MS IV years.

2.  No cadet will be allowed to study abroad during MS III year unless the cadet will study abroad the entire MS III year and take a Leave of Absence (LOA).  This must be approved by higher headquarters.  This will cause a change to the cadet’s academic alignment and hence a delay in graduation. 
3.  Study abroad is limited 20% of any given MS class or year group.
4.  Cadets must have a 2.75 cumulative GPA or higher.
5.  Cadets desiring to study abroad will request permission through their instructors for the Professor of Military Science (see attached memo).  Cadets must also give us a detailed list of the classes they will take and what classes they compare to at Wake Forest University (include credit hours).  The major consideration of allowing cadets to study abroad is academic alignment (graduate on time).  This information must be submitted in time for us to submit paperwork to Cadet Command 45 days prior to enrollment in the study abroad program.
6.  The cadet enrolls in PMS approved Army correspondence courses to meet military science requirement.  
7.  The course is mandatory for completion of the academic degree. 
8.  Full credit will be granted to the school for study abroad.  
9.  The course of study is fully sanctioned by the school
