Archie Fund for Arts and Humanities http://college.wfu.edu/archie/index.html - supports undergraduate faculty research and creative activities; restricted to full-time, permanent faculty with appointments continuing through the following academic year

Cross-Campus Collaborative Research Fund www.wfu.edu/rsp/collab.html - up to $20K for 1-year pilot research projects between School of Medicine and Reynolda Campus faculty that promise to generate extramural funding for both institutions

American Philosophical Society, Library Resident Research Fellowships www.amphilsoc.org/grants/resident - short-term residential fellowships for research in the collections, which are strong in early American history and culture to 1840; Atlantic history; intellectual history; travel, exploration and expeditions; history of science, technology and medicine; history of biochemistry, physiology. and biophysics, including 20th-century medical research; history of eugenics and genetics; history of physics, especially quantum physics; history of natural history in the 18th and 19th centuries; anthropology, particularly Native American history, culture and languages; and Caribbean and slavery studies
Creative Capital Foundation, Visual and Film/Video Grants http://creative-capital.org/apply - the only national grantmaking and service organization for individual artists with an open application process; film/video may include animation, experimental works, installation, interdisciplinary projects, nontraditional documentary or narrative intended for projection, hand-held devices, the web, television, galleries; visual arts include architecture/design, contemporary crafts, installation, interdisciplinary projects, moving image, painting, photo-based work, public art, sculpture or works on paper
Folger Institute, Short-Term Fellowships www.folger.edu/academic/fellows.asp  - residential research fellowships to encourage use of exceptional collections and cross-disciplinary dialogue among scholars of the early modern period; 256,000 books; 60,000 manuscripts; 250,000 playbills; 200 oil paintings; 50,000 drawings, watercolors, prints, and photographs; musical instruments, costumes, and films; two great strengths are materials related to the early modern age in the West from about 1450 to the mid-1700s and materials related to Shakespeare and the theater to the present day

Harvard University, Warren Center, Short-Term Grants for Research in Atlantic History www.h-net.org/announce/show.cgi?ID=190487 - to support archival research focused on the common, comparative, and interactive aspects of the lives of the peoples of the Atlantic world in the early modern period; primarily intended for travel to enable scholars to reach sources not otherwise accessible rather than to support research in more easily available archives; emphasis on individuals beginning an academic career

Library Company of Philadelphia, Visiting Research Fellowships in Colonial and US History and Culture www.librarycompany.org/fellowships/american.htm - research in residence; collections contain materials relating to all aspects of US history and culture up to about 1880; extraordinary strength in the history of women and African-Americans, popular print culture, business and banking, philanthropy and reform, education, natural sciences, medicine, technology, art, architecture, German Americana, American Judaica
Massachusetts Historical Society, Short-Term African American Studies Fellowship www.masshist.org/fellowships/short_term.cfm - to assist research in the collections
National Endowment for the Arts (NEA), Literature Fellowships: Creative Writing Fellowships www.arts.gov/grants/apply/Lit.html  - between January 1, 2005 and March 1, 2012 must have published a volume of 48 or more pages of poetry or 20 or more different poems or pages of poetry in 5 or more literary journals, anthologies, or publications that regularly include poetry as a portion of their format; up to 16 poems may be in a single volume of fewer than 48 pages but it may count as only one of the required 5 places; work must have been originally published between these dates, not reprinted or reissued; digital, audio, or online publications can establish eligibility if publishers used competitive selection processes and stated editorial policies; if the online publication or website no longer exists, writers must provide, upon request, evidence that their work appeared online

National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH), Summer Seminars and Institutes www.neh.gov/grants/guidelines/seminars.html  - support 2-6 week faculty development programs in the humanities for school teachers and college and university teachers hosted by a college, university, school system, learned society, center for advanced study, library or other repository, or a cultural or professional organization; encourages projects designed to strengthen advanced-level foreign language instruction through the use of humanistic sources; projects for school teachers that focus on one or more of the artists or artworks featured in the NEH Picturing America program; projects intended primarily for community-college faculty; projects that respond to NEH's Bridging Cultures initiative, focusing on cultures internationally or within the US
National Science Foundation (NSF), Ethics Education in Science and Engineering (EESE) www.nsf.gov/funding/pgm_summ.jsp?pims_id=13338 – for innovative research and educational projects to improve ethics education for STEM graduate students or summer postbaccalaureate ethics education activities or other activities that transition students from undergraduate to graduate education; priority areas include global/international challenges; a general framework for emerging technologies; privacy and confidentiality in relation to data mining; fields that have few resources in ethics education or research; robotics; natural resource development and use and environmental consequences; natural hazards, risk management, decision-making, and the role of scientists in defining and negotiating the consequences of natural hazards in the face of scientific uncertainties; contribute to a theory of STEM ethics education that addresses the motivations, societal incentives, and cultural beliefs that lead to ethical dilemmas; research projects should suggest and explore creative, original, or potentially transformative concepts; include qualitative and/or quantitative approaches; disseminate findings and assist in implement projects or programs based on them; may also focus on ethical questions arising from educational research or ethics education for graduate students; e.g., educating students with diverse cultural backgrounds; education projects must be based on research findings or theory; may include mentoring programs, infrastructure-development, faculty capacity-building, training postdocs to implement programs, and graduate-student involvement in program development; projects to develop and test creative new materials or tools or teaching techniques also eligible; should test the feasibility and effectiveness of activities or programs in more than one institution, incorporate ways to diffuse project activities further, and evaluate effectiveness, including student outcomes; may also combine research and education
Wabash Center for Teaching and Learning in Theology and Religion, Project Grants www.wabashcenter.wabash.edu/grants/default.aspx - for such activities as meetings of scholars across schools, regions, denominations, or subject areas to think about syllabi, teaching strategies, student learning styles, or teaching as a vocation or a single department experimenting with creative ways to enhance teaching or a doctoral institution helping students prepare for teaching careers

NEH, Small Grants to Libraries: A Film History of American Popular Music from Blues to Bluegrass to Broadway www.neh.gov/grants/guidelines/SGL_BluestoBluegrass.html - 6-week public program featuring documentary film screenings and scholar-led discussions of 20th-century US popular music: blues and gospel, Broadway, jazz, bluegrass and country, rock 'n' roll, mambo, and hip hop; provides DVDs of compelling documentary films, discussion guidelines, original essays by eminent scholars, extensive resource guides, and web support, training in how to organize, promote, and run the series successfully

North Carolina Humanities Council, Large Grants www.nchumanities.org/content/large-grants - supports free, public programs addressing fundamental questions about the world, emphasizing critical thinking skills essential for all citizens to participate in a democratic society; projects of extended scope including, but not limited to, lecture and discussion series, performances and discussions, exhibits and discussions, and film and video productions

National Council for Eurasian and East European Research (NCEEER), Ed A. Hewett Policy Fellowship www.nceeer.org/programs/hewett-policy-fellowship.html - supports research on the countries of the former Soviet Union or southeastern Europe conducted by an individual scholar or researcher under the auspices of a US government agency, embassy, or field office of a US nongovernmental organization in these regions; must be US citizens holding a PhD in any discipline of the humanities and social sciences, with a concentration and considerable background in some aspect of the history, culture, politics, and economics of the countries of the FSU and CEE

NEA, Challenge America Fast-Track, FY2013 www.grants.gov/search/search.do?mode=VIEW&oppId=136713 - supports small and mid-sized organizations that extend the arts to underserved populations - those whose opportunities are limited by geography, ethnicity, economics, or disability; focused, distinct, local projects that take place over limited periods of time; involvement of professionally trained, experienced artists and arts professionals is essential; two outcomes: 1. Engagement: (a) an arts event or events that feature one or more guest artists, such as a festival, exhibit, recital, reading, performance, screening, broadcast, lecture; in addition to artists' fees, the project may include public relations, professional documentation, and program enhancements integral to the event; projects that involve curriculum-based arts instruction are not eligible (see Arts Education in the Arts Works category; (b) unified promotion of community-wide arts activities and resources to enhance cultural tourism or cultural districts - professional assessment, design, and/or distribution of public relations tools (calendars, websites, brochures, rack cards, signage) to benefit several local organizations; (c) professionally directed public visual arts projects (such as murals, sculptures, or environmental art); community involvement in the planning, design, or fabrication of the work must be apparent; 2. Livability: design activities for new or existing cultural facilities or civic spaces; e.g., architectural studies, charrettes (design workshops), design competitions, or feasibility studies, including universal design projects and accessibility assessments; all design stages for renovation, restoration, or adaptive reuse of structures to be used as cultural facilities; anticipated long-term results are measurable community benefits, such as growth in social and civic engagement; arts- or design-focused changes in policies, laws, and/or regulations; job and/or revenue growth for the community; additional information: www.arts.gov/grants/apply/GAP13/Challenge.html

Indiana University, Lilly Library, Mendel Fellowships www.indiana.edu/~liblilly/fellowships.shtml - for academic-year fellowships in support of research in the library's Bernardo Mendel collections, including the history of the Spanish colonial empire; Latin American independence movements; European expansion in the Americas; voyages, travels and exploration; geography, navigation and cartography; German literature and history; and music, including sheet music

· Fellowships for Advanced Social Science Research on Japan www.grants.gov/search/search.do?mode=VIEW&oppId=71793 - support innovative, comparative, contemporary research on modern Japanese society and political economy, Japan's international relations, and US-Japan relations that puts these subjects in wider regional and global contexts; appropriate disciplines include anthropology, economics, geography, history, international relations, linguistics, political science, psychology, public administration, and sociology; advanced language skills to use data, sources, and documents in their original languages or conduct face-to-face interviews on site; projects in Japan, the US, or both and may include comparative work in other countries
