Unfortunately, due to budget restrictions, there will be no regular Cross-Campus Collaborative Research Fund (CCCRF) competition this year. Note that we hope to restore the program next year. However, in lieu of the competition this spring, we offer two alternatives, detailed below. 

First, along with the Center for Integrative Medicine, the Office of Research and Sponsored Programs will co-fund up to 2 pilot projects at $20,000 each for one year. Faculty interested in applying for these awards must ensure their projects meet the criteria:

Integrative medicine is patient-centered, relationship-based care that promotes whole person health (body, emotions, mind, spirit, social relationships) using all appropriate therapies and therapists, in the context of family, culture, community, and environment. 
Complementary and alternative medical therapies are a subset of integrative medicine, but studies on diet, exercise, meditation, and other nonpharmacologic approaches to wellness are also welcome.

Second, funds previously allocated for CCCRF awards will be available for Science Research Fund (SRF) and Social, Behavioral, & Economic Science Research Fund (SBE) awards. The amount per award will remain $10,000, but we have extended the deadline from February 17 to March 2 for both competitions. Reynolda campus faculty working on a collaborative project with medical school faculty are encouraged to submit proposals to SRF or SBE. All awarded funds will be for use on the Reynolda campus only.
