Department of Education (ED), Fulbright-Hays Faculty Research Abroad Fellowships http://www07.grants.gov/search/search.do?&mode=VIEW&flag2006=false&oppId=49762 - $25K-115K over 18 months to engage in research abroad in modern foreign languages and area studies for no less than 3 and no more than 12 months; must focus on one or more of the following: Africa; east Asia; southeast Asia and the Pacific islands; south Asia; Near East; east central Europe and Eurasia; and the western hemisphere

· National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH) Fellowships www.huntington.org/huntingtonlibrary.aspx?id=566 – up to $50K for 4-12 months in residence to pursue scholarship in a field appropriate to the Huntington's collections; e.g., British and US history, literature, art history, and the history of science and medicine; must be US citizens or foreign nationals with at least 3 years’ residence
