WEBASSIGN

Starting immediately, you will have to learn how to use webassign for this course.  Everyone in the class should already have an account set up.  To sign in to webassign:

· Go to http://www.webassign.net/student.html

· Type in your username (your email address without the @wfu.edu part), your institution (wfu), and your password (initially, the same thing as your username).

· If you had a webassign account before, your old password may work

· If all else fails, you can try resetting it

· Click on login

· Change your password to something you will remember, and something others won’t guess

Some tips for using webassign:

· Numerical answers are marked as correct if they are within one percent of the correct answer.  You should always enter at least three significant figures in your final answer to any problem.  I recommend that you keep four digits at every intermediate step so that final answers do not have too much cumulative error

· Scientific notation is useful for large or small numbers.  For example, 3.256(10-13 could be input as 3.26E-13

· Equations are entered using the symbols +, -, *, /, and ^.  For example, if I asked you for the volume of a sphere of radius r, you would type 4*pi*r^3/3.
