1.  If you were looking for GIS data on your hard drive, what would you use?

I would use ArcCatalog’s search feature where you can search for files by name and location, geographic location, or date. You can also search the metadata by keyword

 

2.  What part of the file contains information relevant to the search (among other things)?

The metadata would contain the most relevant information (geographic location, creator, units, etc.)

 

3.  What is different between a shape file and a layer?

A shape file contains geographic data which a layer references to display the data in ArcMap.  The layer doesn’t actually contain the data, it just references whatever file (for instance a shape file) you have told it to and displays that in ArcMap. With layers you can change symbology and labels among other things.
