You will need to install MestRe-C software and map a drive to the NMR server.  You must be on campus or connect via VPN.  

1. Right click on the “My Computer” icon on your desktop

2. Choose “Map Network Drive”

3. In the “Folder” field of the window that pops up, type:

\\10.121.251.10\archive
4.  Click on “Connect Using a Different User Name”

5.  Set the user name to:


advanced

6.  Set the password to:


larmor1  
(To help avoid confusion, that’s larmor then numeral “one.”)

7. Click on “OK” then click “Finished”

You will need to download and install the MestRe-C software.

1. Go to http://www.mestrec.com/updates/tmp/MestReC4999TS2A.zip
2. Download the zip file.

3. Open the zip file and run the software installation.

4. When (if) prompted for the “key” enter the following information:

Name: Wake Forest University

5. Note: WFU has a 50 user site license of MestRe-C for processing NMR data.  It is in your best interest not to wait until the last minute to analyze a spectrum in case we hit our user limit.  
Quick facts:

Files are opened from the Mestrec program

When opening make sure “Select file type” is Automatic.
